


ABSTRACT

Background. Hearing impaired is the person who is suffer deficiency of less of hears and speaks abilities. Mean while they have limitedness information about oral health.
The purpose of this study was to determine the level of knowledge in oral and dental health of deaf students of senior high school with special needs in SLB-B Pembina Sumedang. 
Methods. This study was a descriptive study with a total study subjects was 30 students while 24 students completed the inclusion criteria in senior high school level. Each subject was given a questionnaire and the OHI-S index was examined using disclosing solution. 
Results. The results showed that the level of oral health knowledge of deaf students in SLB-B Pembina Sumedang with high category (25,0%), moderate (37,5%), and low (37,5%) while the level of oral hygiene with good category (4,17%), moderate (54,17%), and bad (41,67%). 
Conclusion. This study concluded that the level of oral health knowledge of deaf students senior high school in SLB-B Pembina Sumedang considered as the moderate and low category, while OHI-S deaf students according to the WHO considered as moderate category.
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
