ABSTRACT


Malocclusion is a condition that deviate from the dental normal relation of teeth to the other teeth in the same arch or the opposite arch. Malocclusion affects to the presence of dental caries due to food impaction and makes difficult to clean the teeth. 
This study aimed to determine the effect of malocclusion to the presence of dental caries in adolescents of junior highschool from Cimahi which have malocclusion according to Angle classification in 2015. 
This study was an analytical study using cross sectional design. A total study subjects were 98 adolescents (12-14 years old). The subjects were selected using cluster random sampling method.
The results showed the prevalence of malocclusion adolescents junior highschool in Cimahi was (79.6%). The most common malocclusion was Angle’s class I malocclusion and the etiology was abnormality of teeth. The prevalence of dental caries in adolescents junior in Cimahi who have malocclusion occurred in 44 adolescents (56.42%). 
The study concluded that there was an influenced of malocclusion to the presence of dental caries. The subjects wich have dental caries with Angle’s class malocclusion were found in 27 subjects (48.05%), class II, were 12 subjects (75%), and class III were 5 subjects (100%).  
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
