ABSTRACT
Mucocele is a mucous cysts related to obstruction or trauma of the minor salivary glands. The mucoceles may be lined by epithelium (retention cyst) or cornered by granulation tissue (extravasation cyst). In 2006, mucocele is the seventeen highest cyst in oral cavity. Until now research about mucocele is very rarely.  This research was conducted using descriptive method by using secondary data from medical records at the Policlinic Teeth and Mouth Dustira Hospital in the 2010-2014 periods. It was found 58 cases of mucoceles and the highest is in 2013 (31%). Mucoceles can affect the general  population, but most commonly young patients (6 and 7 years) with frequency (15.5%). Age group of 6-11 years ( Middle Childhood) is the highest age group suffering from mucocele, which 34 cases (49.1%). Most patients with mucocele is female (55.2%). Mucoceles is most commonly found on the lower lip, that is 48 cases (82.8%). These things can be caused by traumatic salivary glands minor because of oral bad habit (bitting lower lips) and transitional (mixed) dentition period. Based on these results, mucocele are often found in age 6 and 7 years old, age group 6-11 years, females, and often found on lower lip. 
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
