
ABSTRACT

Premature loss of deciduous teeth is defined as the loss of a deciduous teeth before it approachs eruption of the permanent teeth. The premature loss of deciduous teeth could cause drifting on the adjacent teeth and will impact on the development of occlusion such as malposition, crowding and impaction of the permanent teeth. These abnormal occlusion called malocclusion. Malocclusion in mixed dentition may severe in permanent teeth if it does not given proper treatment. The aims of this study was to know the relationship between premature loss of deciduous teeth against the malocclusion according to the Angle’s Classification on Elementary School students children at Cimahi. The type of this research was analitic with cross sectional research design. The sampel were 77 students (7-11 year-old). The sampling method is cluster random sampling. The result showed that the prevalence of premature loss of deciduous teeth was 36,4% and the prevalence of malocclusion was 76,62%. Base on Angle’s Classification, it was revealed that 23,4% of the population had normal occlusion. The percentage of Angle’s class I malocclusion was 45,5%, class II was 23,4% and class III was 7,8%. There are significant relationship between premature loss of deciduous teeth and its malocclusion (p-value = 0,000). The conclusion was all student had premature loss of deciduous teeth with malocclusion.
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
