ABSTRAK




Oral candidiasis is opportunistic infection of the oral cavity caused by an overgrowth of Candida species, particularly by C. albicans. Oral candidiasis may present in a variety of clinical forms, classified to acute forms, chronic forms, and another type of forms. The purpose of this study is to discover about oral candidiasis at Oral and Dental Health Clinic in Hasan Sadikin Hospital for Period 2012 – 2013.
 
Design of this research is a descriptive cross-sectional. This study used purposive sampling method, the sample collected were 72 patients diagnosed with oral candidiasis, taken from medical records at Oral and Dental Health Clinic in Hasan Sadikin Hospital for Period 2012 – 2013.

The result of this study of oral candidiasis patients at Dental and Oral Health Clinic in Hasan Sadikin Hospital for Period 2012 – 2013 indicate total of men has been infected are 40 people (55,5%) while  women has been infected are 32 people (44,5 %). The highest number of age ranges who had oral candidiasis is aged 31-40 years old. Denture wearers is the most predisposing factor of 15 people (20,9 %), and the lowest is smoking habit of two people (2,8 %). The most common clinical form is pseudomembran candidiasis of 20 people (27,8 %) and the fewest is hyperplastic candidiasis of two people (2,8 %). 
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
