ABSTRACT

Menstruation is a physiological changes in a female body that cyclically and rhythmically occur during reproductive period of a woman’s life. Menstruation will began at 12-15 years old and will stop at 40-50 years old. During menstruation cycle, the uterine will change along with the change of ovaries. 
The changes of uterine consist of three phases; there are proliferative phase, secretory phase, and menstrual phase. Hormone was decreasing during the menstruation that causes a change in oral mucosa and salivary secretion become slower. The purpose of this study was to measure the differences of saliva volume during menstrual phase and secretory phase in students of Medical Faculty UNJANI Majoring in Dentistry 2011. 
This study was descriptive analytical method. Sample of the study consisted of two groups paired from 30 respondents, then to analyze the differences in the volume of saliva in the menstrual phase and secretory phase  used t test. Processing of the data in this study used SPSS software. 
The results of the study showed the differences in both phase; where lowest  volume of saliva in the menstrual phase was 1 ml and the highest volume was 3 ml, with the average was 2.87 ml,  the lowest volume of saliva in the secretory phase was 3 ml and the hidhest volume was 8 ml, with the average was 4.63 ml. Statistical result showed the p value of -4.405. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]The conclusion of this study, there was a significant difference between the volume of saliva in the menstrual phase and secretory phase, means that hormonal factors such as estrogen and progesterone affect the secretion of saliva which will cause changes in the volume of saliva.
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
